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Description automatically generated]We know starting a new sport or joining a new club can be daunting as well as exciting all at the same time. If you are not familiar with any other club members and would like a little support on your first visits to the club, then please come to the canteen and find Joe Bloggs who will be more than happy to take you on a tour.

If your first day at the club is a practice day you will find every practice session has a Karting Activity Controller, so we recommend letting them know it is your first time at the track so they can help you settle in. If they are busy, they will make sure there is someone else to help make you feel comfortable with your kart and the facilities.

For your safety and the safety of other members NO participants may utilise the track at any time without a minimum of a Karting Activity Controller in attendance. You must have a current membership with our club, and have a Karting Australia licence, to be covered under Karting Australia’s insurance, and more importantly to keep everyone safe. 
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Description automatically generated]Our track offers great driver challenges, awesome spectator viewing as well as a safe learning experience for our beginner licenced drivers. 

Our track runs in a clockwise direction with a 
maximum of 30 karts per race. You can access 
the track via the out-grid area which is located to 
the left of the canteen. You should see the signage
which indicates where the entrance is. 

Whilst we are all volunteers, we often run practice 
sessions in the holidays and some public holiday’s when we have qualified officials to supervise the activities.

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Description automatically generated]Access to our track is via the front gate using the keyless entry, details can be found on our website - www.fastkarting.com.au . On club days you will find this gate is already open, as the facility is being prepared for the days racing. 

Just remember it is important, when accessing our facility, especially for practice that the club guidelines are also completed. These include: 
Notifying the KAC/Official on duty of your attendance and by completing all your forms before commencing on track. 

If you arrive at the track for practice, it is essential that track practice sessions are supervised by a Karting Activity Controller or Level 4 or higher Official before you can use the track. 
[bookmark: _Toc122002169]OUR CLUB FACILITIES
Our club is your club, and we want you to feel as comfortable as possible when attending our facilities, which include our racetrack and associated grid areas, toilet amenities, first aid room and the club canteen – We also have a really amazing popcorn machine!. 

[bookmark: _Toc122002170]Parking
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Parking is available on site at the corner of Fast Road and Slow Lane, as well as at vantage sites around the perimeter of the track. Please ensure your vehicle does not obscure or create a hazard for other vehicles or pedestrians wishing to access the facility. No cars are to be parked on or near the pit area.

Access to our track is available for recreational/social/practice and racing days. We will notify you on practice availability through our Facebook page every Monday and Friday to let you know who will be supervising and what times the track will be available. You will need to use the keyless lock if no one is in attendance when you arrive but remember NO KAC/Official then NO Karting. 

[bookmark: _Toc122002172]Out Grid/In Grid
[image: ]For the safety of all participants, when entering the track proper, you must enter the track via the out-grid area, ensuring you move onto the track during a zero or low traffic situation.  After completing your time on the track all karts must exit track via the in-grid area at a slow speed. 

Refuelling or oiling chains on the track or within the grid areas is strictly prohibited and will not be tolerated under any circumstances.

[bookmark: _Toc122002173]Pit/Paddock
The Pit/Paddock is where you work on your kart between races. Our club has a dedicated pit paddock for the use of members. Please use bins provided to keep this area clear of debris. All vehicles must observe the 5km/h speed limit. Please note that any activities including BBQ’s, open fires, smoking, consumption of alcohol and illegal drugs is prohibited in this area.

Important club messages for members will be posted on the club notice board which is situated on the wall immediately to your left when you enter the clubhouse.  It is important to always check the notice board before undertaking any activity to ensure members are up to date with any club, state association or Karting Australia requirements. Copies of any current regulations governing track activities including practice sessions will be posted on the noticeboard. 
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[bookmark: _Toc122002175]Karting Activity/Private Practice
Any non-competitive activity organised under an Organising Permit must be supervised by a Karting Activity Controller (KAC) or Level 4 or higher Official. This is a compulsory requirement to ensure the club and members are covered by Karting Australia’s insurance policy.  These types of activities include general (private) practice and training. 

KAC or Officials must:

Complete the online Social Karting Activity Officials Update Form by either 30 (link: https://www.karting.net.au/administration/forms) or by scanning the QR Code found on the noticeboard.

Complete the Organised Social Karting Activity Track Check List by CLICKING HERE (link: https://www.karting.net.au/administration/forms) prior to commencing the activity – or check with your club to access hard copies of these forms) .
 
All licenced drivers must complete the online Social Karting Activity form prior to going on track by CLICKING HERE (link: https://www.karting.net.au/administration/forms) or by scanning the QR Code found on the noticeboard.  

[bookmark: _Toc122002176]Club Days
FKC Club Days are designed to provide all members an opportunity to compete in race situations in familiar, supportive, and appropriate class levels. We want you to race as much as you can at a club level until you feel ready to compete at some of the regional events. As you become more experienced with your karting there are other opportunities to race at state and national events. No matter how experienced you are we always want you to be involved in our club days as a competitor, official or volunteer.

Our clubrooms/clubhouse amenities are available for members and visitors to enjoy on race days. There may be times where the clubrooms/clubhouse is open on practice days depending on availability of the Committee. Amenities also include a sheltered viewing area, open viewing areas, toilet facilities, a kids playground, add a BBQ area. 

Please be aware that any children accessing any of our club facilities must always be supervised by an adult.

Our club is governed by Responsible Serving of Alcohol (RSA) regulations, therefore consumption of alcohol by minors is not permitted at any time. 

No alcohol is to be consumed in the grid or track areas at any time, nor at any practice sessions. To ensure the safety of our members FKC has access to a breath analyser and will reserve the right to breath test any drivers, participants, or pit crew at any time. 

As we are a family club it is preferred by the FKC committee that any activities involving alcohol are not commenced until the completion of the last class event.

To be a volunteer within our sport, or any sport, you MUST have a Working with Children Check approved, in your State or Territory, if you are likely to come into contact with children. Good news is, as a volunteer it is FREE to apply. 

In most cases we need you to get this card before you start volunteering, so it’s a great idea to get in early and then let us know your card details when you receive it. Just search “Working with Children Card in NT” and our state application portal should become available. 

Don’t forget to let us know you are interested in assisting us, even before you get your card. We want to make volunteering as easy as possible for you, so this way we can start getting you ready with any information that can help you upskill or transition into a volunteering role for our club.
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Description automatically generated]Officiating 
Officiating covers so many different roles, some take less time to learn while others are a little more comprehensive. Regardless of the role, we all need to be aware we cannot run our sport without club members been upskilled into these positions. No Officials, No Karting, No Racing.

To assist in the resourcing and training of officials, we have access to the KA Officials Academy (link: https://www.karting.net.au/administration/officials) and we encourage you to register and commence any of the officiating courses that may interest you.  The first step on the officiating pathway is the role of Level 5 - Karting Activity Controller (KAC) where you can be accredited to officiate non- competitive activities under an organised permit. Find out more about what you need to do to become a KAC by reviewing the Karting Activity (Recreational) Controller Policy – (click here to download or go to https://www.karting.net.au/administration/by-laws-policies. 
If you want to start learning how to officiate race events as well as KAC at a club level, then you can go straight to the Level 4 – Official training. 

We are always on the lookout for more people to help in our officiating roles so once your online training is complete, please let us know at the club by contacting Fred the Amazing Official on 0470 003 003 or fred@fastkarting.com.au and we will arrange to you be rostered on or to shadow an Official to gain some practical experience as an Official at our club.

When you first start out in karting, we understand the rules that govern our sport can be a little over-whelming. To help explain these rules, in an easy-to-follow format aimed at Cadet and Junior drivers, we suggest click to read Karting Australia - Get Started in Karting Information Booklet or alternatively check it out on the Karting Australia website . 

Please note this is an unofficial guide and does not carry any regulatory powers. Although, this guide will run you through information about race starts, formation procedures and lots more to help make your entry into racing a little easier. Just remember all your racing rules are found at Karting Australia - Rules. 

We have outlined a few points below to help you but remember, we will always have people at the club happy to help you settle into the karting community who can also guide you on what needs to be done.  Just ask us!

[bookmark: _Toc122002194]Drivers Briefing
You will get used to every competition having a driver briefing with the Senior Officials at the start of each day. This is very important as the Race Officials explain the rules of racing and track conditions and/or any changes to the rules for that event.

It is important that drivers and a parent or guardian (if the driver is under 18 years it is mandatory) attend this briefing together. 
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[bookmark: _Toc122002195]Australian Karting Manual
For the safety of our members Karting is governed by a strict set of rules to protect not only drivers and their karts but also the integrity of our competitions. 

To make this easier, all karting competitions and activities are governed by the same set of rules – the National Competition Rules (NCR). These rules can be found on the Karting Australia (KA) website and are reviewed and updated annually by KA. Additional rules for any club and/or state competitions can be included in State and Supplementary Regulations which are published and displayed at the club, usually on the State and club website and noticeboards. 

[bookmark: _Toc122002196]Kart Racing Numbers 
Every kart requires a racing number for competitions and for social karting. Numbers are registered for competitions at the time of submitting your race entry, and no duplicate numbers can be entered. Check plate and number colours and dimensions with your club on available numbers to race at club meets. Race numbers can be purchased from kart suppliers. 

When racing at larger events outside of your club, you must also list your number when registering your entry. If someone has the same race number as you, the first person to register for the event with that number will be entitled to race with that number. [Competition Rules, Chapter 1, Rule 11].

[bookmark: _Toc122002197]“P” Plates
[image: ]Holders of an 8-Day, D or E licence (including those with specific conditions applied) must display a “P” plate in a location adjacent to their competition number at all times whilst they are on a track. A “P” plate must be used by drivers until they have qualified to be upgraded to the next level of licence. All “P” plates must resemble a “P” plate used by state or territory civil road authorities which can be purchased at auto stores, service stations etc.  [see Competition Rules, Chapter 1, Rule 11, Section H AND Chapter 4, Rule 14 ].



[bookmark: _Toc122002198]PROTECTIVE CLOTHING
[image: ]We want your karting experience to be as safe as possible and that includes wearing the correct protective race gear. Sometimes, you can be in a hurry to get on track, but it is always important to make sure your race gear is worn correctly and secured to keep you safe. 

Each drive must at all times while driving at kart on a track wear apparel in accordance with the rules. [see Technical Rules, Chapter 7, Section 1].

Most kart shops will also offer a range of safety gear such as full-face helmets, race suits, racing boots, gloves, and other safety gear such as padded rib vests and neck braces. Cadet and Junior classed must wear rib and neck safety protection. 

As well as kart shops, motorsport racewear shops carry ranges of karting gear and even motorcycle shops can be good for items like helmets and wet weather driving gear.

[bookmark: _Toc122002200]Licences
As mentioned, to drive a kart on a track or participate in a competition, you must hold a current digital driver’s licence issued by Karting Australia in accordance with the NCR. This licence will be used for identification, recording, entry, and confirmation of entry at all meetings. 

[bookmark: _Toc122002201]Licence Categories
All Drivers Licences are divided into four (4) different age group categories, with an extended optional transition time between categories:

· Cadet 9 Licence: 6 to 9 years old. Please note drivers must be 7 years old to compete in a race meeting.
· Cadet 12 Licence: 9 to 12 years old
· Junior Licence: 12 to 15 years old
· Senior Licence:  Minimum 15 years

Licence classes A, B, C, D are based on the experience of the driver for different classes.  As per our rules new Drivers over the age of fifteen (15) years (‘Senior’) are not permitted to drive a kart with an engine that is more powerful than 125cc - Restricted or 4 Stroke kart. 
E licences are issued for six (6) years and up for social and recreational karting only. 

[bookmark: _Toc122002202]How to Apply
If you have not applied for or need to renew your licence these can be done through karting.net.au or through your karting app. Both options will give you access to applications and renewals and if you need any assistance our State Administrator’s are available to help you through the process on 1300 30 KART(5278). Anyone under the age of eighteen (18) years old must also provide a copy of their birth certificate.

Just remember anyone applying for a licence must be a financial member of an Affiliated Club and must remain so for the duration of the licence. 

[bookmark: _Toc122002203]Participant’s Licence
If a driver is under the age of eighteen (18) years old, they must be entered into a competition by their legal guardian - who must be the holder of either a Participants Licence or be over eighteen (18) years old and the holder of a Seniors Competition Licence.

Participant Licences are FREE and can be applied or renewed in the same way as a driver’s licence. Just elect for the “Applying for Participant’s Licence” and follow the prompts. 

All Participant’s Licences expire on December 31 each year.

[bookmark: _Toc122002205]Club Championship Trophies/Awards
We told you club events are important to us. So, even though we believe every member is a winner at our club, we still like to acknowledge those Club Members who have excelled at our club events. 

Club day results are used to determine the overall Club Championship Points at the conclusion of the karting season. You must be a club member to qualify for this award.  

Trophies and awards are presented at the end of year presentation dinner, and include:
Fastest Karter Ever
Cadet 9 Super Mario Award
Cadet 12 Legend of Racing Award
Junior Class Next World Champion Award
Senior Class Old Fellas Can’t Beat the Young ‘uns Award

We also hold a Champion of Champions Race which is a single race held during the last Club Day event of the year for Cadets, Juniors, and Seniors. Trophies are awarded on the day.

"D" GRADE LICENCE

Receive 4 endorsements over a E
minimum of 4 meetings.

Race Stewards will review and grant endorsements
at the end of each race meeting. In order to receive
an endorsement you must have the following:

e Requested endorsement PRIOR to race start by
clicking the Endorsement Request on your race
entry.

¢ Completed 75% of a race laps.

¢ Not received any warnings or penalties.

Upon completing the above you are required to request
an upgrade on the licencing system

"C" GRADE LICENCE

Receive 6 endorsements over a
minimum of 6 meeetings.
Race Stewards will review and grant endorsements
at the end of each race meeting. In order to receive
an endorsement you must have the following:
¢ Requested endorsement PRIOR to race start by
clicking the Endorsement Request on your race
entry.
¢ Completed 75% of a race laps.
* Not received any warnings or penalties.

Upon completing the above you are required to request
an upgrade on the licencing system

"B" GRADE LICENCE

Automatic upgrade from "B" to "A"
Licence when:

You finish in the top 5 at a National Championship
or National Series.

OR

You finish in the top 3 in a State Championship in
the Junior or Senior Classes.

Safe and Unsafe Behaviours in Karting

What Can I Expect of Adults at Karting?

You should always feel safe and welcome when you are at a karting club, event, or practice.
We want you to be safe, feel safe and drive safe.

All adults are expected to help make this happen by making sure their behaviour is safe and
appropriate and makes you feel like you want to keep coming back to karting and your club.

To help you understand what good and bad behaviours look like, so you can tell someone
if you need to, there is a list below to give you a guide. Remember if it makes you feel
uncomfortable tell a trusted adult in your club.

Safe Behaviours

Contact: Physical touch is not usually
needed in karting. If it happens it should
be in front of other people and WITH your
consent, such as a pat on your back or
high five to celebrate a good drive.

Communication: Guidance on your
driving that is positive, helpful, and not
based on you as a person.

Adults should be calm and kind and use
words you easily understand.

Online communication should always
include your parents or guardian.

Boundaries: When an adult has safe,
good boundaries it means they:

« make sure you understand their role
« act friendly, but not a friend
* treat everyone the same

« follow the rules with taking photos
of you

« always behave appropriately around
you and other young people that
they are in contact with

Unsafe Behaviours

Contact: Any touch you do not consent
to, or makes you feel uncomfortable.

Any touch that, seems sexual, involves
your private parts, or embarrasses you.

Any touch that happens in a private place
like a trailer or a car.

Communication: Any language or
communication that makes you feel
unsafe, worried, scared, or embarrassed.

Any comment online or in person that is
sexual or private.

Any contact outside of karting activities
(like late at night), via private chat,
platforms (like socials or texting), is
excessive or is about personal stuff and
nothing to do with karting.

Boundaries: When an adult has unsafe, or
poor boundaries it means they:

« favour or single you out
* accept or give gifts to you or your family

« contact you outside of karting activities,
including through social media
